The Constitutional Court of Romania ruled on 8 October 2009 that the national legislation transposing
Directive 2006/24/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 15 March 2006 on the retention
of data generated or processed in connection with the provision of publicly available electronic
communications services or of public communications networks and amending Directive 2002/58/EC', is
unconstitutional.

The Commission has written to your government on 19 January 2010requestingit to clarify the impact
and background of the judgment on the application of the Directive in Romania, and whether the laws in
question must be amended in order to bring them in conformity with the judgment, and if so, within
which time frame the Romanian government intends to act.

By letter of 30 March 2010, the Romanian authorities informed the Commission that they had decided
to draw up a new legislative act that wil l ensure the transposition and i mplementationof Directive
2006/24/EC and at the same time comply with the Court's decision. To that end, a national working
party representing the relevant institutions had been set up to draw up such an act.

I have the honour to invite the competent authorities of your country to a meeting with my department to
discuss the current status of the legislative process, including the timing for the presentation of new
legislation, and its content in the light of the ruling of the Constitutional Court.
